During this course, we will rely heavily on studying publications and animated works that have been published. therefore are copyrighted. For this reason I want to take a brief moment to cover copy right issues.

The Technology, Education and Copyright Harmonization Act of 2002, known as the TEACH Act, is an Act of the United States Congress. The importance of the TEACH Act stems from the previous copyright laws that allow educators to copy documents or use copyrighted materials in a face-to-face classroom setting. Because of the growth of distance education that does not contain a face-to-face classroom setting revisions to these laws, particularly sections 110(2) and 112(f) of the U.S. Copyright Act, needed to be made.

It was signed into law by President George W. Bush on November 2, 2002. The TEACH Act clarifies what uses are permissible with regard to distance education. Furthermore, the TEACH Act outlines what requirements the information technology staff and students of a university must abide by in order to be in compliance with the TEACH Act.
The TEACH Act made copyright laws regarding distance learning similar to the laws provided for face-to-face classrooms though there are still differences. Some of these benefits include:

· Instructors may use a wider range of works in distance learning environments. 

· Students may participate in distance learning sessions form virtually any location 

· Participants enjoy greater latitude when it comes to storing, copying and digitizing materials
· Digitizing portions of copyrighted materials for use during online instruction.

· Store digitized copyrighted materials on a secure server for the duration of the instructional activity 

Note: Digitization is the process of converting information (text, sound, images) into a format that can be stored, retrieved, and manipulated on a computer. 
The TEACH Act requires an instructor to… 
• Inform students that: 

o the materials are copyrighted 

o they may not revise the materials 
o they may not copy or distribute the materials.
